Level 5 Hospital consists of a 200 bed general hospital, 4 operating theatres, 60
specialised treatment areas, 2 radio therapy bunkers and associated primary and community health
areas. The Building is over 2.5 levels with helicopter roof pad access. The tertiary Mental Health Consists
of 2 new buildings, a 145 bed acute unit, a 90 bed secure/forensic unit and a refurbishment of 2 heritage
buildings.
